Insurance Company News
A.M. Best Withdraws Ratings of States Self-Insurers Risk Retention Group, Inc. A.M. Best Co. has affirmed the financial strength rating of B+ (Good) and issuer credit rating of "bbb-" of States Self-Insurers Risk Retention Group, Inc. (States Self-Insurers) (Vermont). The outlook for both ratings is negative.  

A.M. Best Downgrades Ratings of American International Group, Inc. and Life Subsidiaries A.M. Best Co. has downgraded the financial strength ratings (FSR) to A+ (Superior) from A++ (Superior) and issuer credit ratings (ICR) to  "aa" from "aa+" for the domestic life and retirement services subsidiaries of American International Group, Inc. (AIG) 
Liberty Mutual has purchased Safeco Insurance Company. It’ll take months for the transaction to complete and A.M. Best has not downgraded either of the companies.  Further details will be announced as we are apprised of updates. 

Zenith First-Quarter Profit Plummets - Zenith National Insurance Corp. (NYSE: ZNT) reported a first-quarter profit of $41.9 million, a decrease of 35% from the same period a year ago. Revenues for the quarter were $186.8 million, a decrease of 20.7% over the same period a year ago.   

DMV Reminder
Automobile problems with the DMV have been enhanced 
lately because the DMV will not longer talk to anyone except the insurance company and the registered owner. That means 
agents such as McCormick Insurance as well as office workers who follow up on these issues can no longer call to follow up 
on DMV problems. 
The insurance on a commercial policy MUST match the registered owner perfectly to avoid any sort of DMV problem. 
If the vehicle is registered to Joe Smith and insured under 
Smith Construction, LLC, when the DMV gets the insurance filing from the insurance company, they will not be able to match up the registration to the insurance. Companies that have multiple named insureds need to pick one name to register the vehicles and have that name be the first named insured on your commercial auto policy to avoid any problems.

Vin number errors or typos will also result in a DMV filing getting rejected. Most insurance companies will send in the DMV filings electronically once a week. The DMV normally allows 2 weeks to get any issues resolved.

If you receive any sort of post card or certified letter from the 
DMV, notify your McCormick Insurance representative immediately, as it sometimes takes the full 2 weeks to get the issues resolved. The DMV may require proof of insurance for multiple policy terms so there may be more than one 
insurance company that needs to be notified. 

Job Site Safety
 The Department of Labor has started a new internet tool to assist employers with recordkeeping, reporting or notice requirements that apply to their industry. The new “eLaws” program asks users to answer a series of questions to help determine which federal employment laws apply their organizations. These internet tools will make it easier for small business employers to learn & comply with the federal laws that apply to them. 
Do your part to prevent heat related illnesses

Symptoms such as profuse sweating, skin that is extremely hot or cold to the touch, dizziness or nausea constitute a medical emergency. First-aid trained workers should respond and emergency services should be summoned immediately. 

Consider shorter work schedules and plan your days around the heat. Try starting earlier and slow down mid-morning, then restart as the weather cools.


Even if you don’t have a formal heat illness prevention program in place, it’s not too late to get employees critical information. Tailgate training sessions before shifts can inform workers about where water will be available, who is responsible for obtaining ice cubes to cool it and other information.

Provide cool, shady areas at work sites so that employees can take rest breaks for at least 5 minutes at a time. Employees should not wait until they feel sick to take a break and supervisors should encourage workers to rest. A lot of small breaks are better than a long one.

Make plenty of cool water readily available and keep the water nice & cool. The outdoor heat illness prevention standard requires employers to provide enough water so that each worker can drink at least four cups of water per hour.

Use a buddy system to avoid employees going off by themselves to perform a task. Train workers to watch their colleagues for symptoms of heat illness and know how to respond. Training for supervisors is critical; they’re the ones who make the whole system work.
