Installation Floater
The Installation Floater is designed for businesses where the sale of the product includes both the product and the installation of the product. Therefore, the sales price includes both product and installation and is not payable until the installation is complete. Examples include such installation as generators, air conditioners, heating equipment, compressors, elevators, cooking apparatus and entertainment systems. The policy is designed to cover the insureds machinery and equipment during transit, installation and testing on and off the premises.
Premium is based on the pure annual installation receipts. The Limit chosen should cover the maximum amount of materials/product at any one job site.

Risk Tip:
A number of plaintiffs are pursuing class action suites for violating the Telephone Consumer Protection Act (TCPA) for improperly sending faxes to recipients who did not solicit them. These communications, known as “blast faxes” can create significant liability. Hooters recently settled such a claim for nearly $9,000,000 following entry of a judgment against it for $11,889,000. (Hooters v American Global Ins.). Hooter procured coverage under the “advertising injury” offense for “oral or written publication material that invades the privacy of another” which is presently on appeal to the 11th circuit. With one recent exception (applying Illinois law which an Illinois state court judge subsequently refused to follow), courts have uniformly found coverage for such claims. 
A new exclusion form CG0067 03/05 – Exclusion – “Violation of Statutes that Govern E-Mails, Fax, Phone Calls, or Other Methods of Sending Material or Information” was introduced in March of this year. Now most policies exclude coverage for liability “for or arising out of the transmission of unsolicited commercial e-mail messages and faxes.” 
If you are involved in any type of target marketing or direct advertising you may want to see if you can get this exclusion deleted from your policy or procure a multimedia/cyberspace policy that does not contain the exclusion.

Fraud Case of the Month
The operator of a local body shop scrawled his signature on an innocent looking form showing a banged up black VW Jetta was towed to his place for repairs after an apparent crash with a Honda Civic. But just one problem… The towing form was forged, and the car crash was a fake. Everything was part of a crime gang’s ruse to steal thousands of dollars of insurance money by lying that they were hurt in car crashes that never happened. 
Several of the body shop owners cronies told Liberty Mutual they were hurt when a 1989 Honda Civic rammed into their 2000 Jetta at an intersection.

But in fact, they simply drove the car to the body shop, where the employees slammed the car around so insurance investigators would think it was crumpled in a real crash.


To make the ruse seem even more real, the body shop got their hands on a blank form from a local towing company, filled it out themselves, forged a tow truck driver’s signature and faxed it to Liberty Mutual to help back up an expensive claim.

The drivers for both cars – who were in cahoots with the body shop owner – demanded the insurer pay good money to repair the cars. But the biggest money came from treating phantom injuries. Faking painful, whiplash-like back and neck injuries from the non-existent crashes, the drivers and passengers rang up big therapy bills from a local chiropractor. Everyone was to get a cut of the insurance money. 

Cautions investigators, veterans of close-quarters combat with staged-accident gangs, refused to rubberstamp the Jetta and Civic claims. They put everything under a microscope, and the scheme quickly unraveled. 

The signature of the tow truck driver on the towing form strangely matched the body shop owners own signature on the coversheet he filled out when faxing the towing form to the insurer. When questioned, the surprised tow-truck driver said he’d never hauled the Jetta. 

Investigators also carefully looked over the supposed crash scene. They saw no skid marks, debris or other signs of a crash.

In fact, investigators soon found the Civic peacefully parked 
on a nearby street, unscratched, in perfect condition. So what about the Jetta? 

Investigators raided the body shop and found out the body 
shop employees did more damage than any accident could 
have. They also found black paint ground into the outside 
brick wall of the shop. To literally drive home the point, the employees had rammed the car head-first into the wall themselves.

A stream of automotive fluid also led from the wall to where 
the Jetta sat parked outside. Investigators also found a car part with a VW symbol on the ground by the wall. The employees even went so far as to clobber the Jetta with a backhoe when 
the driver complained that the homemade damage didn’t 
match the fake police accident report.

Officials busted 8 people including the drivers and passengers. Several were convicted and more trials are moving through the system. The body shop owner received the stiffest jail term so 
far – 2 ½ years in state prison. The con was ousted by Liberty Mutual, OneBeacon, the National Insurance Crime Bureau 
and a special taskforce that’s probing a costly rash of staged accidents.
